2) Understanding Your Research
Gunner Albert Edward Miskelly was born and lived in Newcastle-on-Tyne. He

served with the 75™ Anti-Tank Regiment Royal Artillery, which was part of 11™
(Armoured) Division. Their insignia was:

The unit was equipped with 17-pounder anti-tank guns and landed in Normandy on
13™ June. It took part in the fighting during Operation Epsom in June 1944, and in the
engagement for Hill 112 in June/July 1944. In early July 1944 the unit was dug-in
close to Mondrainville in support of these operations. The unit came under shell fire
on the 4™ July, and four men were wounded; one of these was Gunner Miskelly who
died of wounds at a Casualty Clearing Station at Secqueville on 6™ July 1944. He is
buried in Sequeville-en-Bessin War Cemetery.

The Medals he would have been awarded for this period of the war are the 193945
Star, France and Germany Star and War Medal. These medals looked like this:

The extract from ‘Army Roll of Honour 1939-1945°, which was compiled by the

War Office in the late 1940s, shows where he was born, his place of residence. plus
his military details and date of death.

A colour Memorial Scroll is enclosed. This is a facsimile of the ones produced for
every soldier who died in the Second World War and which were given to their next
of kin in the early 1950s.

A list of casualties of the Royal Artillery who died in Normandy on 6% July 1944 is
also enclosed.

An extract from the Normandy Roll of Honour, compiled by myself and my father
(a WW2 veteran) in the 1990s, is enclosed which shows the complete list of casualties
of 75" Anti-Tank Regiment Royal Artillery in Normandy in 1944.

Details of the 11™ (Armoured) Division are enclosed.

A copy of the 75™ Anti-Tank Regiment Royal Artillery War Diary is enclosed which
details what they were doing from landing in Normandy up to 6t July 1944.

Two war-time maps of the Mondrainville-Hill 112 battlefield are enclosed. A
modern map of the same area is also enclosed.

An extract from Major L.F.Ellis’ Victory in the West Volume I — The Battle of
Normandy’, published by HMSO in 1962 is enclosed. This is the Official History of
WW2 and gives a general picture of what was happening at this time.
